We are excited to have you with us and we hope you truly enjoy your 
experience at Club Tucker. The following information is provided to make your visit to Club 
Tucker an enjoyable one. 
 
GENERAL CLUB POLICIES 
Follow the Rules of Engagement and Golf Cart usage 
Children under the age of fifteen(15) years old must always be in the care and control of a 
responsible adult while on the property. 
Smoking is prohibited inside & outside of the Clubhouse/Pro Shop with the following exceptions: 
cigarette/cigar smoking is permitted on the golf course, outdoor patios in the designated areas.  
 
CLUBHOUSE/PRO SHOP/GOLF COURSE DRESS CODE 
It is the intent of Club Tucker to create a generally relaxed, family atmosphere while maintaining a 
sense of style and dignity. To that end, members shall observe the rules pertaining to appropriate 
attire for specific areas of the Club House/Pro Shop. Management may suspend or adjust these 
rules in unusual circumstances or because of special arrangements for functions or events. 
 
Unacceptable Attire. Unacceptable attire in the Club House/Pro Shop and Golf Course includes 
sweat suits, basketball shorts, gym shorts, sweatpants, T-Shirts, collarless shirts, sleeveless shirts 
camis, bathing suits, and short shorts and cut-offs. Any torn or tattered clothing is also 
unacceptable. Profane or suggestive language or inappropriate logos are not permitted. 
 
No Holes or Ripped Jeans (pants) are permitted on the Golf Course 
 
Acceptable Attire. Women may wear collarless shirts and other types of fashions sold in the golf 
shops at private country clubs. All golfers and spectators on the golf course and the practice areas 
must wear proper golf attire. Turtleneck and mock turtleneck shirts may be worn. If a hat is worn, 
the brim will be facing forward. 
 
No Holes or Ripped Jeans (pants) are permitted on the Golf Course. 
 
Shoes. Shoes are to be worn on Club House/Pro Shop property at all times. No Flip Flops. Bare 
feet are not permitted 
 
Management Responsibilities. Any member or guest, not appropriately attired shall be advised 
by management and requested to either comply with the Dress Code or leave the premises. 
Management will refuse service to those who will not respect Club Tucker Dress Code.  
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GOLF CART USE: “Safety 3rd” Mike Rowe 
 Follow the Posted Rules 
 Avoid Wet Turf or Frozen 
 No Speeding, Sharp Turns and Driving on the Wrong Side of the Cart Path 
 Keep Golf Carts off the Greens & Tee Boxes 
 Use the 90 Degree Rule (when applicable)  
 Do Not Block the Game Flow 
 Golf Carts should Never be used to Endanger Yourself or Others 

 
CELLULAR DEVICE POLICY 
Cellular devices must be set on vibrate or silenced while on the course and, with discretion and 
consideration for others, may be used for texting and checking messages. 
Speakerphone mode is strictly prohibited anywhere on the course. 
 
PARKING 
Vehicles shall be parked in designated parking spaces. Vehicles must be parked within the lined 
parking spaces of the parking areas. Vehicles in violation of the parking restrictions are subject to 
be towed from the Club property at the expense of the vehicle owner/driver.
